 I mpor t ant  Healt h I nf or mat ion- - A Different Kind of Flu 
 Viral gastroenteritis is an infection caused by a variety of viruses that result in vomiting or diarrhea.  It is often called the 
“stomach flu”, although it is not caused by the influenza viruses.  The main symptoms of viral gastroenteritis are watery diarrhea 
and vomiting which begin one or two days following infection and may last for 1 to 10 days, depending on which virus causes the 
illness.  People who get viral gastroenteritis almost always recover completely without any long-term problems.  It is a serious 
illness, however, for persons who are unable to drink enough fluids to replace what they lose through vomiting or diarrhea.   
 Viral gastroenteritis is contagious.  The viruses that cause it are spread through close contact with infected persons (for 
example, by sharing food, water, or eating utensils).  Individuals may also become infected by eating or drinking contaminated 

foods or beverages.  Food may become contaminated by preparers or handlers who have the virus, especially if they do not wash their hands regularly after 
using the bathroom.  
 The lesson to be learned?  Persons can reduce their chance of getting infected by frequent handwashing and prompt disinfection of contaminated 
surfaces so…Wash your hands!  Teach your children to wash their hands after using the bathroom, before eating, after coughing or sneezing and using a 
tissue.  If you or your children have vomiting and/or diarrhea, please stay home until fully recovered.       *** Susan Puckett, RN***
