     Bobby Ley 
can vouch for 
the fact that his 
parents never 
made a lot of 
money. 
     “Teaching in 
a Catholic 
school system,” 
Bobby said, 
“does not foster 
great wealth.” 
     But 50 years 
after Bob and 
Peg Ley’s asso-
ciation with 
Central Catholic 

first began, Bobby recognizes that his parents are 
very wealthy people. 
     “I tell them often they’re rich in ways most of 
us will never experience,” Bobby said.   Countless 
former students visit or call his parents on a regu-
lar basis to tell them what a tremendous difference 
the Leys made in their lives.  “They had an in-
credibly positive impact on kids,” Bobby acknowl-
edges, “both as teachers and human beings.” 
     Maybe it was simply a different time at Central 

Catholic.  Back in the 60’s, Coach Bob Ley and 
Mrs. Peg Ley seemed like a second set of parents.  
Their enormous capacity for loving made kids at 
Central Catholic feel safe. 
     “I don’t know that there was a student at Cen-
tral Catholic I didn’t like,” Peg laughs. “They were 
so teachable and so kind and good to us.” 
     Bob Ley was a young man when he learned 
he’d be sharing administrative duties with Sister 
Theodore, one of Bob’s own teachers from his 
elementary school days at St. Cecilia. 
     “If I was in her good graces, she addressed me 
as ‘Bobby Dear’, ‘’ Bob recounts.   “And if I was-
n’t, I was ‘MR. LEY.’ ‘’ 
     But Bob loved Sister Theodore and another of 
his old grade school teachers, Sister Bertranda, 
who was also at Central. 
     When Peg arrived in 1962, she and counselor 
Joan Davis were the first laywomen  ever to teach 
at Central Catholic.  The school was managed 
almost exclusively by priests and nuns.  To make 
matters even more complicated, Peg was a con-
vert.  When Monsignor Keating finally convinced 
her to teach at St. Mary’s Grade School, it was 
Peg’s first exposure to Catholic education.  “But I 
got very attached to those kids and to the school,” 
she said. 

     Peg was asked to follow her St. Mary’s seventh 
graders over to Central Catholic where they be-
came the first eighth grade class at the school.  
“The Sisters were good to me,” she recalls.  “It 
was interesting to get to know them as people.  
They taught me so much.” 
     Bob and Peg say there was one big reason they 
elected to teach in a small Catholic school. 
     “Father Jim Naughtin,” Bob says of Central’s 
young and vital first superintendent.  “The man 
had a beautiful Irish tenor voice and a gift for 
making every single person he knew feel as if he 
was their best friend.” 
     When Father Naughtin died suddenly of a heart 
attack at the age of 41, Bob and Peg, along with 
the entire school community, were devastated.  In 
spite of their great loss, however, Bob and Peg 
decided to stay at Central Catholic. 
     “I felt he wanted both of us to be there,” Peg 
said.  “His influence was so great, we felt like 
we’d be letting him down if we left.” 
     So they stayed.  Bob, in addition to his duties 
as principal, also coached basketball, track and 
football.  His football teams always excelled.  Not 
only did Bob coach many all-staters, but he was 
also chosen to speak at the University of Nebraska 
coaching clinic one year. 
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     The GICC school budget for 
the upcoming school year was 
recently approved at the March 
school board meeting. In that 
budget, a shortfall in operating 
revenue was generated due to 
the losses in the Endowment 
Fund of the GICC Foundation.        
     These losses are part of the 
national recession that has af-
fected the stock market. The 
GICC Foundation contributes 
about 30% to the operating 
budget of the school. This 30% 
is about $500,000. dollars of the 
total school operating budget 
per year. The GICC Foundation 
Endowment Fund will probably 
take three years before it will 
grow back to where we can 

expect the interest and earnings 
on the fund to contribute to the 
school operating budget. 
     Please remember that the 
Endowment Fund was estab-
lished as a long-term supple-
ment to help subsidize the 
school budget. For the long-
term benefit of the school, we 
can’t deplete the Endowment 
Fund during this time of eco-
nomic recession. 
     The GICC Foundation will 
continue to contribute to the 
school budget through the 
Knight, tuition aid scholarships, 
one other fundraising opportuni-
ties. The shortfall in the school 
operating budget is a short-term 
problem that we need to address 

through a variety of methods. 
     First, we have frozen the 
salaries, staff and administra-
tors. Second, we have will have 
to raise tuition by 5% for the 
upcoming year.  Third, we are 
establishing the Crusader Band 
of Angels Appeal. This appeal 
is being addressed to parents, 
alumni and friends of Central 
Catholic School. We are asking 
250 families to donate $100 per 
month for three years to help 
meet the shortfall in the budget. 
The goal of $300,000 is very 
achievable for the GICC Cru-
sader family.

“I’ve never won a game because I was a genius,” 
Bob says.  “I was fortunate enough to win because 
I had good material.” 
     Bob was also responsible for introducing Kar-
nival Kapers, a huge fundraiser, to Central Catho-
lic in 1968.  A friend of his in Omaha told Bob 
about a similar event in Omaha, and Karnival 
Kapers has now been a Central Catholic mainstay 
for 40 years.  Long after he retired, Bob would 
also introduce the idea of the “The Knight” dinner 
and auction to Central Catholic in 1998.  St. Ce-
cilia, Bob’s alma mater, had tried a similar event 
with great success. 
     “I felt sure it would work at Central Catholic,” 
Bob said. 
     And it did.  “The Knight” is Central’s  biggest 
fundraiser. 
     While Bob was busy with his administrative 
and coaching duties, Peg taught -  first English, 
then business - and was the pep club sponsor, the 
yearbook advisor and an occasional accompanist 
for the school choir.  When her son Bobby was 
small, Peg laughingly recalls taking him along on 
the pep club bus with her to all the athletic events. 
     As Bob coached and Peg taught, they were 
forming friendships with students that would last a 
lifetime.  “I felt close to so many of those kids,” 
Bob remembers.  “I was so proud that Carl Tesmer 
was not only such a good football player but also 
such a good coach.”  He recalls with great fond-
ness outstanding athletes like Frank McNelis, 
Randy Flannigan and Roland Woodruff.  Tom 
Sorahan, Bill Dunn, Mike Hamik and Bill Francis 
are still good friends to Bob. “Tom Grennan calls 

once a week,” Bob said, “and John Wagoner, who 
had a reputation for being ornery, turned out to be 
a great friend and has even saved my life on a 
couple of occasions.” 
     Peg treasures her friendships with former stu-
dents as well and says she is especially grateful for 
friendships with Central Catholic teachers.  Barb 
Meyer, a former fellow business teacher, is still a 
close friend of Peg’s. 
     Even though the couple is retired from educa-
tion, Bob’s coaching career didn’t end.  Nine years 
ago, he returned to Central Catholic as the girls 
golf coach.  His squad won the Class C state 
championship in both 1999 and 2000.  But coach-
ing girls was a little different, Bob discovered, 
than coaching boys. 
     “Completely different!” he said.  “Never hav-
ing been around girls, I found out there were a lot 
of things I didn’t know about them.” 
     When he was coaching boys, Bob would some-
times blow a whistle and yell, “Have you been 
taking correspondence courses in stupidity?”  But 
his golf girls didn’t respond as well to Bob’s blunt 
critiques. 
     “They’d cry!” Bob shakes his head in wonder.  
However, both Bob and his girl golfers adjusted.  
He only retired from his golf coach position last 
year at the age of 84.  And even now, many of his 
former golfers visit him. 
     After his retirement, Bob stayed active as a 
substitute teacher for both Central Catholic and 
Grand Island Public, was involved at St. Leo’s 
Church as a lector, commentator, Eucharistic Min-
ister and as a member of both the parish council 

and the finance committee.  As well, he was one of 
the original members of the Central Catholic 
Foundation Board.  This last year, his health has 
forced him to stay closer to home. 
     “If my left leg was okay,” he says, “I’d be just 
fine.” 
     Peg has worked for many years at the mall 
information desk, is a member of P.E.O., and is a 
Eucharistic Minister, lector and commentator at St. 
Leo’s.  She also is a coordinator for the church 
prayer chain.  In addition, she works out regularly 
at the YWCA and, at 83, is trimly lovely and is 
still, Bill Dunn says, “the most beautiful woman in 
Grand Island.”  She and Bob are extremely close 
to their son Bobby, a regional manager for an 
insurance company in Brookfield, Wisconsin, and 
his family – wife Barb, and sons Nathan and D.J. 
     Peg’s deep devotion to the Catholic Church and 
to Catholic education is even more remarkable 
because she is a convert.  One of her heartaches, as 
a former Catholic schoolteacher, is the growing 
number of former students who have fallen away 
from their faith.  “It troubles me,” she says, 
“because I feel that somehow we let them down – 
that we didn’t teach them well enough.” 
     But, otherwise, Bob and Peg remember their 
years at Central Catholic with great joy.  “So many 
of our students have been very successful – not 
necessarily in the way of money, but in the way 
they live their lives.  It makes Bob and me very 
proud and feel very humbled,” Peg said, “to think 
we had some small influence in their lives.”

           Class Notes     
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     What was it like growing up the son of Bob 
and Peg Ley? 
     Do you remember the Pink Panther movies, 
starring Peter Sellers?  I’m thinking of the one 
in particular where Chief Inspector Dreyfuss 
has just completed intense psychological ther-
apy in an attempt to forget the bumbling In-
spector Clouse when, unexpectedly, Clouseau 
visits him at the asylum and completely de-
stroys all that the therapy had healed. My youth 
was like that Clouseau visit.  After years of 
therapy to heal the emotional scars of having 
my parents as my teachers and coach, one sim-
ple memory brings back all the mental pain and 
suffering. 
     Sorry. I couldn’t help myself; it is just my 
very warped sense of humor.  In all honesty, I 
have nothing but very positive memories about 
growing up the son of Bob and Peg Ley! 
     As an adult, I enjoy two simple pleasures 
that were ingrained in me as a child:  my love 
of sports and music.  Obviously, the love of 
sports comes from my father who would take 
me with him to football practice, basketball 
practice and track practice.  Hours were spent 
sitting on a sideline watching him interact with 
his players. Since I am fairly sure any statute of 
limitations has expired, I believe I am safe in 
telling you that my dad also exposed me to the 
great “Sport of Kings” at Fonner Park and the 
art of wagering at a VERY young age. 
      Mom fostered in me a life-long love and 
appreciation of music, all kinds. Music was a 
constant in our house, whether it was my mom 
singing “I Could Have Danced All Night” while 
doing household chores or listening to classic 
musicals such as “Camelot” and “West Side 
Story” or taking me with her to sit in the choir 
loft at the Cathedral for midnight Christmas 
Mass. 
     Another thing I will always remember about 
my dad is his brilliance as a football coach.  My 
senior year, Dad had resigned from CCHS, and 
our new coach, Mike Fitzpatrick, found this 
deceptive play called Wing Back Wiggle.  Our 
quarterback, Matt Menck, would hand the ball 
off to halfback Gary Schmidt, running right in 
what looked like a sweep; Rick Fila, our wing-

back, took the ball from Gary going back left in 
a reverse motion; then, at the last minute, Rick 
would flip the ball back to Matt who would 
throw a pass downfield to our split end, Don 
Bockhahn.  The play worked very well in our 
first couple of games and resulted in five touch-
downs. 
     Well, one night at home, my Father ex-
claimed that he felt that play was the easiest to 
defend in the world.  All he would do is have 
his middle guard tackle Menck EVERY play.  
Without Menck to pitch to, Rick would be 
trapped. I vividly remember telling Dad that I 
thought that was the dumbest thing I had ever 
heard!  So, early in the first quarter of that 
week’s game, Menck comes into the huddle and 
says, “What’s going on?  That middle guard 
keeps tackling me even when I don’t have the 
ball!”  Needless to say, bells, no, SIRENS, went 
off in my head.  Fitz never did figure out what 
was happening.  We ran Wing Back Wiggle 
half a dozen times that night for a total of MI-
NUS 90 yards. When I got home, I apologized 
to Dad for ever doubting his football knowledge 
or his coaching genius. 
     Some of you will likely remember that my 
mom was the lead in the community theater 
musical production of “Kiss Me Kate.”  Despite 
possessing an incredible singing voice and 
knowing all her lines, she struggled.  The direc-
tor would constantly yell at her to MOVE while 
singing or speaking, and Mom just couldn’t.  
You see, during her years at Hastings College 
where she majored in music (Mom was for-
mally trained as an opera singer), she stood 
erect in one spot with hands clasped in front of 
her and simply belted out a song with that mag-
nificent God-given voice.  But move while 
singing?  NO way. 
     I, on the other hand, had been fortunate 
enough to have been under the tutelage of Kyle 
Lawson, drama teacher extraordinaire, for many 
years by this time.  So, every night, Mom and I 
would go to the basement before play practice, 
and I would choreograph her every movement.  
If the director did not like what moves we had 
put in, we changed them the following night 
until her movements on stage were perfected.  

Those who saw her performance remember - it 
was dazzling! 
     My other memory of this time is not so posi-
tive.  Mom was so busy with the play that my 
father (a man not known for his culinary tal-
ents) and I had beans and wieners for dinner 
something like 17 nights in a row! 
     By the time I’d grown up, my parents passed 
along some very worthwhile values that I have 
tried, sometimes futilely, not only to copy but 
also to pass along to my own children. 
     I learned about honesty and integrity.  It is 
better to be brutally direct than to be phony or 
insincere. 
     There never was even a hint of prejudice in 
our house.  My parents taught me to treat every-
one with respect, regardless of nationality, re-
ligion, age, etc. 
     I learned to tell my wife and children that I 
love them daily and never be afraid to show 
them my love. 
     They taught me that being kind, considerate 
and caring in no way makes me less of a man. 
     And, finally, they taught me to pray, to 
never be ashamed of my faith, to be an active 
member of the Catholic Church, and to remem-
ber to keep my priorities in proper order:  God, 
family, work. 
     Sometimes the simplest statements carry 
more power than long-winded speeches.  My 
oldest son Nathan, who majors in journalism at 
the University of  Iowa, says it all about my 
parents. 
     “Even though they were teachers so long 
ago,” he told me, “their teachings in life, and, 
specifically, their examples of being such good 
people, have been timeless and far reaching.  
D.J. (Nathan’s younger brother) and I still have 
such respect for them because the things they 
teach us about life are so important – not only 
to us, but to those around us as well.” 
     When I think about those Pink Panther mov-
ies now, Chief Inspector Dreyfuss experienced 
success BECAUSE of Clouseau.  Any success I 
have experienced is because of what I learned 
as the son of Bob and Peg Ley.
