Dif ferent iated Instruct ion  Ð Our dist rictÕs High Ability Learner program 
has taken on a new look this year.  Beginning this year more emphasis is being 
given towards differentiated instruction.  This philosophical change will allow 
schools to meet the needs of more students in the classroom.  What is 
differentiated instruction?   Differentiation is a philosophy that enables 
teachers to plan strategically in order to meet the needs of the diverse learners 
in classrooms t oday towards targeted standards .  This type of instruction is not a 
new strategy.  Whenever a teach er reaches out to an individual or small group to 
vary his/ her teaching in order to create the best learning experience possible, 
that teacher is differentiating their instruction.  Our HAL para, Mrs. Murdoch, is 
beginning to work cl osely with classroom teachers to supplem ent and enrich the 
curriculum.  
 
Arr ival Procedure  - So far it is working  pretty smoothly and we appreciate 
everyoneÕs effort to drive safely and wait patiently for cars to drop off and 
proceed.  When using the ÒKiss  and Go Ð No Parking ZoneÓ please try to pull as 
far forward as possible.

After School Pickup  - After school supervision ends at 3:15  p.m.  There 
seems to more and more students waiting for their ride after 3:15 .  To ensure the 
safety of our all students Ð please make arrangements to have your child picked 
up by 3:15  p.m. each day. 
 
Cel l  Phones  Ð According to the Kearney Elementary Schools Parent 
Handbook Ð students are NOT  allowed to use cell phones in the school building.  
In the event that cell phones are brought to school, they must be turne d OFF  and 
left in the studentÕs locker.  Misuse of a cell phone will result in the confiscation 
of the cell phone.  Parents would then need to pick up the cell phone from the 
office at the end of the school day.  
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Read Aloud to Your Children  - Research shows that one of the important 
things you can do to encourage your childrenÕs success as readers is to read aloud to 
them.  Here are some tips from Jim TreleaseÕs, The Read-Aloud Handbook: 

¥ Begin to read to children as soon as possible. 
¥ Try to set aside time every day for reading aloud, even for just 10 

minutes. 
¥ Remember that the art of listening is an acquired one.  It must be taught.

How Can You Keep Your Kids Drug -Free?  
 

!  Take time to talk with your child (the more you know the better). Know where 
they are, what they are doing, and who they a re with Ð ask questions and monitor 
their on - line activity.  

!  Get involved in your childÕs life Ð establish family time and be consistent with 
it. Get to know their friends and their friendsÕ family.  

!  Set rules and expectations for your children around using alcohol, tobacco, and 
drugs and ensure they understand the consequences to these actions. Teach them 
how to say no to peer pressure Ð enforce these rules and consequences 
consistently.  

!  Lead by example Ð Youth smoking and drinking is influenced through soci al norms. 
It is difficult for youth to resist these substances when they frequently see 
this type of behavior in adults.
